Definition: Groups, any sole proprietorship, labor union educational,
professional, civic, trade, church, not-for-profit or social organization or
firms, corporations, partnerships or associations actively engaged in
business that on at least 50% of its working days during the preceding
year employed at least one but not more than 50 employees.
